CHARACTER ANALYSIS PROJECT
Part I

Select one chapter book that you've recently read and enjoyed. Think of one of the main characters.  Now create a puppet that represents him/her/it.  As you begin working on this task, think of the character traits that you would use to describe how he/she/it looks, behaves, or feels.  Your puppet should have these characteristics.  Also, assign a distinct voice to match the character's personality.
To create the puppet, you may use paper bags, CLEAN socks, construction paper, yarn, 
styrofoam, fabric, buttons, cotton, etc. in order to design it. 
Part II

Once your puppet has been created, carefully complete the following tasks:

A.   Using construction paper, design a cover for the written portion of this assignment. 

 Be sure to include your name, the character's name, and an illustration to match the puppet.  Please use colors and make your work attractive and neat. 

 B.  On loose leaf paper, write your heading and the name of the character that you are analyzing. 
C.  Now, respond to the following prompts and questions using complete sentences. Use at least FIVE sophisticated vocabulary words throughout your report. (It is unnecessary to write the questions). Be sure to refer to the text as a basis for your responses. Your report should be at least TWO pages.
1. Write the title and author of the book you've read.
2. Provide the name of character puppet you've chosen to create.
3.  Describe this character’s behavior in the story (e.g., their traits, 
     motivations, or feelings) and explain how their actions contribute to the 
     sequence of events.  Give examples from the text to support your response.
4.  Use at least FOUR adjectives to describe the physical characteristics of the 
     puppet.  How do you think he/she/it looks? Remember to provide evidence from 

     the text.
5.  Give one positive or negative aspect about this character. Use an example to 
     support your answer. Then write a quote that your character said or might say to
     someone based on this example. 
6. If you could talk to the author or to any character in the book, what would you 

    say and what would you ask? Why? Provide reasons to support your thinking.
7.  Think of the relationship(s) the character has in the story.  How do the other 
     characters in the story feel about your character?  Why? Remember to include 
     evidence from the text to support your responses. 
8.  Are there any special talents this character possesses? Please explain what they

     are and provide examples.

9.  If you were to compare this character to someone else, who would it be?  

    (you? someone you know? or a character from another book? etc.) Tell how they

     are alike and different.  Give an example from the text to support your response.
10.  How do you feel about this character?  Why do you feel this way?
11.  Decide if you would recommend this book to a family member or friend.  Tell 
      why or why not.

12.  Did the book leave you with any unanswered questions? If so, what are they?
13.  Based on your analysis of your character, what can you imagine will happen after 

      the story ends? Why? Provide evidence to support your thinking.
14.  Determine the central message, lesson, or moral you think the author is trying 

      to convey in this book.  Explain what that message is by telling what you have

      learned or could teach someone else after reading it. 

Part III

Be prepared to present your entire project to the class. You MUST present your project 
using a distinct voice, or create a song that matches your puppet's personality.  Your oral 
presentation must be (audible) loud and clear; you must be knowledgeable about the 
character; and you must have eye contact with the audience/class.
